“Giangurgolo”’, Monumental Murano glass figurine by Fulvio Bianconi. “Lattimo” glass figurine with polychrome decoration. Represents a slender character
playing the accordion. The character is masked (red nose) and wears a black hat trimmed with a red feather. Dressed in a “lattimo” glass costume
decorated with a yellow spiral and black decorations, the character rests on a black circular base. The figurines of the Commedia dell’arte series represent
one of the most characteristic productions of Fulvio Bianconi for Venini. Rare monumental figurine measuring 55 cms (the “classic” edition of the object
measuring 36 cms).
