Glazed stoneware vase by Eric Landon, Tortus Copenhagen – Denmark, 21st century. Glazed stoneware vase with a slender, sculptural silhouette

articulated along a rigorously controlled vertical axis. The form is composed of a tapered base rising to a generous central swelling, extended by a narrow,

elongated neck, giving the piece both architectural clarity and organic fluidity. The surface is finished with a nuanced blue glaze, enlivened by fine dark

speckling that creates a subtle vibration across the material. Chromatic variations, achieved through precise glaze formulation and firing, enhance the

legibility of the volumes and emphasize the tactile quality of the surface. This vase exemplifies Eric Landon’s ongoing exploration of the vessel form,

where ceramic tradition meets contemporary sensibility in a carefully balanced synthesis.
